Two more people have been ar-
rested, and 19 others are still want-
ed, for allegedly getting Rhode Is-
land driver’s licenses that were fal-
sified by two clerks at the state Di-
vision of Motor Vehicles. 

The clerks had sent the licenses
to dozens of illegal immigrants
and suspected drug dealers who’d
paid middlemen between $2,500
to $3,000 apiece to conceal their
identity with a valid license, ac-
cording to the state police. Some of
the “customers” have since been

rearrested on drug charges in vari-
ous states — where their true iden-
tity was revealed by fingerprints —
but others are on the run.

As the state police search for the
suspects, they are still trying to de-
termine how the licenses were
used — whether used in financial
transactions, to buy guns, or ex-
changed in a different state for an-
other license. In several cases, the
licenses were used by people
who’d been deported and illegally
reentered, or who were wanted on
drug warrants.

Anastacio Segura, 34, who also
uses Martinez as his surname, was
found at a work site in Boston
Wednesday night with a fake
Rhode Island license, said state po-
lice Capt. Stephen Lynch.

BAGHDAD — In a number of
Shiite neighborhoods across
Baghdad, residents are begin-
ning to turn away from the
Mahdi Army, the Shiite militia
they once saw as their only pro-
tector against Sunni militants.
Now they resent it as a band of
street thugs without ideology.

The hardening Shiite feeling
in Baghdad opens an opportuni-
ty for the American military,
which has long struggled
against the Mahdi Army, as
American commanders rely in-
creasingly on tribes and local

leaders in their prosecution of
the war.

The sectarian landscape has
shifted, with Sunni extremists
largely defeated in many Shiite
neighborhoods, and the war in
those places has sunk into a
criminality that is often blind to
sect.

In interviews, 10 Shiites from
four neighborhoods in eastern
and western Baghdad described
a pattern in which militia mem-
bers, looking for new sources of
income, turned on Shiites. The
pattern appears less frequently
in neighborhoods where Sunnis
and Shiites are still struggling
for territory.

WASHINGTON — Drugstores began clearing
their shelves yesterday of over-the-counter cough
and cold medicines designed for infants after lead-
ing manufacturers announced they were withdraw-
ing the products amid rising concerns about the
safety of the popular formulations.

The decision to pull 14 products, including well-
known brands such as Dimetapp Decongestant
Plus Cough Infant Drops, Tylenol Concentrated In-
fants’ Drops Plus Cold and Robitussin Infant Cough
DM Drops, came one week before the Food and
Drug Administration plans to hold a hearing on
non-prescription cough and cold medications for
children.

As Boston and Cleveland begin the
American League Championship Series
tonight, is there a sliver of compassion
within Red Sox Nation for fans of the
Tribe?
