Vision: A ‘nealing’ park

Hundreds gather at the nightclub site on the
fifth anniversary of the disastrous blaze.

WEST WARWICK — At the site where flame and
smoke stole 100 lives five years ago, there may
eventually be a sculpture garden, a meandering
path, and a 100-string wind harp set into an entry
bridge.

And where a night of horror ended in ash and
dust at the Station nightclub on Feb. 20, 2003, a
stream fed by a “ripple pool” will add a contempla-
tive note to individual commemorative gardens, a
courtyard and a timber-framed “meeting house.”

During a fifth-anniversary memorial service at-
tended by several hundred people yesterday, The
Station Fire Memorial Foundation unveiled a design
for a permanent memorial park at the site. The

PRISTINA, Kosovo— In a move that inflamed ten-
sions in this volatile region, the ethnic Albanian gov-
ernment of Kosovo yesterday proclaimed the prov-
ince independent from Serbia, forming a new and ve-
ry troubled country in Europe.

Serbia called the declaration illegal and its ally
Russia denounced it, saying it threatened to touch off
a new conflict in the Balkans. The United States, the
biggest sponsor of independence for Kosovo, is ex-
pected to recognize the new state quickly, as will
some European nations.

The declaration of independence was met by wild
celebrations in Kosovo, violent protests in Serbia and
a hastily called meeting of the U.N. Security Council,
which failed to take any action.

The secession of Kosovo marks the latest chapter
in the blood-soaked dissolution of what was once Yu-
goslavia. Kosovo joins five former republics that, be-
ginning in 1991 with Slovenia, have withdrawn from
Belgrade’s reign and become sovereign states, often
through devastating warfare.

Here in the frigid, snow-dusted streets of Pristina,
Kosovo’s capital, jubilant ethnic Albanians celebrat-
ed. All day long and into the night, they marched
shoulder to shoulder down Mother Teresa Boule-
vard, many wrapped in the red-and-black flags of
neighboring Albania as fireworks exploded across
the sky.

“This is a great day, the best day in our lives,”
gushed Elmi Berisha, 37, a real-estate broker.

“Happy independence!” friends and acquaint-
ances called out to one another amid hugs and kisses.
Cars, their horns blaring, choked downtown Pristi-
na, families danced, nationalist songs filled the air,
and people partied in bars and restaurants offering

LAHORE, Pakistan — More than
80 people were Kkilled yesterday
morning in southern Afghanistan
when a suicide bomber detonated
explosives in a field full of men and
boys watching dogfights near the
city of Kandahar, police and govern-
ment officials said.

The bombing, which also left at
least 50 people injured, was the
deadliest attack in the country since
the Taliban were overthrown in 2001

rise because many of the injuries
were critical.

The bombing was the latest in a
series of suicide attacks that have
been attributed to the revived Tali-
ban insurgency and its allies. In the
past 18 months, bombers have at-
tacked police and army buses, a
group of legislators and schoolchil-
dren outside a factory, and a five-star
hotel in Kabul, the capital.

Several hundred people, including
